5. Nakusp Child Care Centre News — Funding Approved!

» On Friday, September 181, the school district was advised that funding approval for the proposed
96 space childcare centre at Nakusp Elementary School has been approved with $3 million
dollars from MCFD and $150,000 from the Columbia Basin Trust for the project

» The Board will discuss the funding approval at their meeting on Tuesday night, gather additional
information and then hold a public Special Regular meeting to determine next steps

District Transportation Review Completed

School district transportation operations were reviewed by Frank Marasco, of ASTSBC

(Association of School Transportation and School Busses BC)

» Mr. Marasco made a number of recommendations that the district will consider implementing:

» Standardizing the fleet to 72 passenger busses which are 35% more cost effective

= Examining the bell schedule at NES and NSS to allow more leeway on the Fauquier bus run to
meet the 4 pm ferry

» Purchasing bus routing software to plan routes and examine alternatives

= A thorough inventory of all parts be completed

= Revisions to the current bus maintenance program

Community Use of School Facilities On Hold

Use of school facilities by community groups during the pandemic is on hold at present as the

district focusses on first getting students back into schools safely

» Ministry of Education Operating guidelines for Stage 2 indicate that although community groups
may be able to access schools after school hours, additional cleaning and protocols must be
observed with the proviso that no additional cleaning costs be borne by K-12 budgets

» Childcare facilities located in school buildings are allowed, but must follow COVID guidelines,
provide their COVID health and safety plan, and not incur costs to K-12

» Under BCCDC guidelines, schools are required to clean thoroughly once per day and disinfect
high touch surfaces (light switches, doorknobs, desks, faucets, etc) twice in 24 hours

» We hope to be able to welcome community back into our schools if possible, and thank everyone

for their patience and understanding as we work on custodial schedules, enhanced cleaning and

prioritize the health and safety of our students and staff!

9. BC Safe Return to School Funding - $46,588
» SD 10 is pleased to be allocated $46,588 for ensuring a safe return to school with funding from
the Ministry of Education
> $2032 is allocated for face masks and face shields
o we have already expended $6500 for masks and shields
o all Grade 4-12 students and all staff have been provided with two masks and/or shields
> $10,343 is to be spent on improved hand hygiene
o we have installed 156 touchless paper towel dispensers and ordered additional paper towels,
hand soap and hand sanitizer
> $2519 is allocated for computer and assistive technology for diverse learners
o We have ordered headsets for students to use technology for oral reading and literacy
» $5752 is allocated for cleaning supplies
o We have already expended these funds on the additional cleaning supplies required
> $25,942 has been allocated for additional cleaning frequency
o This funding was added to the $20,000 that the Board of Education had approved in the
2020-21 budget in April
o In total between the Board budget and the provincial SRS funds, 1572 additional cleaning
hours (38 hours per week) have been added to support our custodians and bus drivers across
the district in meeting the new BCCDC requirement that schools have a second disinfectant
cleaning once every 24 hours on high touch surfaces

10. Federal Safe Return to Class Grant - $150,000 for first phase; $150,000 estimated second
phase

» On September 39, the district was pleased to learn that up to $300,000 will be allocated from the
new Federal funding

» Funding is to be spent on three areas: Learning Resources and Supports, Health and Safety
(includes HVAC and outdoor classrooms), extra Transportation costs, and Before and After
School Child Care

» Our preliminary spending plan includes funding for the new Arrow Lakes DL teacher and clerical
support staff, mental health supports for staff and students, additional learning supplies and
resources, additional custodial time, additional masks and face shields, outdoor classrooms at
NSS, BES and Lucerne, additional bus route time, bus route technology and after school child
care

» More details about the funding, criteria and reporting are forthcoming
